To maintain water purity so that it can be used

for ablution (wudoo’), fountains were built with
the main function of permanently replenishing

water and rationalizing its consumption.

Orders were also given to construct water wheels to reduce the flow of
water and additional channels to get rid of excess water.
Reservoirs were also built to store water in order to make use of it during

droughtseasons.

tribes. When they saw him they shouted, “This is the honest one... This is Muhammad.
We are satisfied.”

When he reached them, they told him about the
matter. He, peace be upon him, said: “Bring me
a robe.” He took the Black Stone and placed it
himself on the robe.

Then the Prophet, peace be upon
him, picked up the Stone with his own hand and
put it in its place. After that they completed the
construction of the Kaaba.
